School Council News - New Building Works 
In the past month School Council and in particular, 
the  Facilities Subcommittee have been kept extremely 
busy with discussions relating to Federally funded  
building projects. 
 
As part of the Federal Governmentôs Building the  
Education Revolution, three building programs will be 
funded by the Federal Government over the next 12 
months.  Two of these programs will impact on primary 
schools, being the óNational School Pride Programõ 
and the óPrimary Schools for the 21st Centuryô.  
 
The first program, óNational School Prideô, will enable 
all schools (Government, Catholic and independent) to 
access funding levels for smaller building/grounds/
maintenance projects, depending on school size.   KEPS 
is able to apply for up to $200 000 for either grounds or 
building project/s.   After consultation with the school 
community, School Council has put in an application for 
shade cover in  various outdoor areas,  and to complete 
the oval in synthetic grass so it can be used as an  
additional hard court area  in all seasons.

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21stCenturyô allows KEPS to  
apply for $3 million for a major 
capital works project.  Following 
many discussions with David Rehe 
(Facilities Subcommittee Convenor), 
School Council, Eastern Metropolitan Region and  
architects, School Council has endorsed  a gymnasium/
multipurpose centre.  This new building will provide a full 
sized indoor basketball court /hall that can be used for  
physical education lessons, (regardless of weather  
conditions), our extensive performing arts program, and 
school assemblies.  It is planned that the new  
gymnasium/multipurpose centre be adjoined to the Music 
centre on the west side, with  the single level  court/hall 
being located on the hard grassed court area.  The  
Music centre will be reconfigured to incorporate changing 
rooms and a second level will be added over this 
area  to provide additional teaching spaces.  Depending 
on the cost, we may also be able to modernise other 
sections of the music centre. 
 
Although schools were required to choose from 3  
gymnasium templates provided, a number of schools 
with limited building space, including KEPS, have been 
allowed to depart from the template and design their own 
building. Following school councilôs approval, an  
architect will now be engaged formally, to prepare  
schematic drawings and costings.  KEPSôs application 
will then be submitted in May/June 2009 to the Federal 
Government  for final approval.   If successful, it is  
anticipated that work would commence before the end of 
2009 and would be completed by January 2011. 
 
A very special thanks to Davd Rehe (Facilities  
Convenor ),  who has spent many hours talking with  
architects and keeping School Council members  
informed.  Also thanks to Mandy Anderson (Facilities 
Subcommittee member) for attending meetings with  
architects. 
 
Victorian in Solar Schools Initiative 
The KEPS Green Team is in the process of applying for 
State and Federal grant money to install a rooftop solar 
electric system on the Junior School north facing roof.   If 
the grant applications are successful KEPS will  
substantially reduce itsô carbon footprint and give the 
KEPS community the opportunity to learn about this 
emerging green technology.  Students will be able to 
access information about the systemôs electricity 
production from any internet capable PC 
which will offer many exciting learning 
opportunities.  Watch this space for 
further developments! 
 
Many thanks to Lynn Frankes (parent 

member of the Green Team) for  taking on the  
coordinating role of this project and documenting a very 
detailed submission.  If successful we will receive grants 
totally $70 000.  
 
We are certainly very lucky at KEPS to have talented 
members in our school community such as David, Lynn 
and Mandy, who so willingly give of their time and  
expertise.  It certainly is a great support to me, School 
Council and ultimately the KEPS community.
