The Victorian Education Act and Regulations make
provision for students to receive religious education as a
normal part of their school. Christian Religious Education
(CRE) is a thirty minute weekly program,
\ "/ / taught in the classroom, for students in
/\/ Prep to Year six. You have the right to
\ withdraw your child from the program
CRE. Teachers representing the
Christian Churches, are approved by the
Minister for Education, fully screened and accredited
through Access Ministries. CRE complements the State
School curriculum and uses an agreed syllabus
published by Access Ministries. Each student has a work
book that outlines the course for that particular year, In
general terms, the CRE curriculum is Biblically based,
educationally sound, student focussed, theologically
clear and contextually appropriate (i.e. the program
recognises the school setting as multicultural, does not
presume any particular faith position, nor does it call for

a faith commitment from the students).

We, the CRE teachers, encourage you to read through
