Out of Hours School Care (OHSC) Fees 
Di Toone, OHSC Coordinator has drawn my attention to 
a number of outstanding fees for OHSC dating back to 
Term 4 2008 and Term 1 & 2 2009.  This is causing 
some concern as the OHSC service is provided on a 
user pays system and is non profit.  Fees collected are 
set to just cover staff employed and other items such as 
food which is provided to students after school. The fees 
charged also represent a much lower rate compared to 
other child care providers.   Government legislation in 
which the OHSC comes under, does give School Council 
the power to exclude students if fees continue to remain 
outstanding.  School Council does not want to invoke 
these clauses but at the same time we cannot continue 
to run this program at a loss.  In some cases I know that 
this may well have been an oversight, of which I have 
been guilty of myself but can I please encourage parents 
to settle these accounts as soon as possible.

SICK BAY NEWS 
Head Lice 
I have been notified of cases of head lice. This has 
mainly been in the lower grades where head lice is  
always more prevalent. If you are informed that there is 
an outbreak of head lice in your childôs class please 
check your childôs hair regularly for signs of infestation. It 
is easier to detect head lice in wet hair.  
 
Please note; 
Á If you notice your child scratching their head a lot 

chances are they have head lice. 
Á If head lice is found please treat your child before 

sending them to school and inform your childôs 
teacher. 

Á Your local chemist will be able to advise you on 
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the best product on the market to treat head lice. 
Á Also popular is the conditioner and fine tooth comb 

method. This can also be used to detect head lice. 
 
If you choose to use the conditioner and fine tooth comb 
method this involves you putting conditioner on your 
childôs hair and combing through with a fine tooth comb. 
Lice can be seen by using tissues or paper towel to wipe 
the comb on. With this method it is recommended that 
you repeat the procedure every two days. Most chemical 
treatments recommend retreating in seven days.  
However often after seven days the infestation is as bad 
as when you started. Sometimes using a combination of 
chemical treatment and removing any lice that might 
have hatched with the conditioner method during the 
week is more effective. Eggs (nits) are difficult to kill and 
remove and have to be removed using the fine tooth 
comb.  
 
Treating your child for head lice is incredibly time  

consuming and frustrating. You think 
you have got on top of it to find that 

your child has head lice again,  
usually for no other reason than 
some unmissed eggs have hatched 
and started the cycle all over again. 
This is why itôs important to keep 

checking and treating. It is not necessary to 
panic and wash all linen and soft toys the most important 
thing is to treat your childôs hair.
