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school data in preparation for our Review Day on 29 May 
2009. 
The second major area requiring a report to council was 
on the 2 building projects being funded by the Federal 
Government.  These projects are: 
 The National School Pride (NSP) project has provided 

KEPS with $200 000 being confirmed after our March 
2009 council meeting.  Council has determined that the 
money will be spent on shading in the senior  
playground area and upgrading the area just outside 
the Junior Hall; and to lay synthetic turf on the  
remainder of the school oval with a soccer field, 2 lane 
running track, netball court, bat tennis courts and 
cricket net. 

 
Primary Schools for the 21st Century (P21) project where 

KEPS is anticipating $3 million.  
Council has decided to refurbish the 

existing music centre and to add an 
upstairs area with additional teaching 

spaces; and an adjoining gymnasium on 
the west side of the music centre.  Architect 

plans were tabled at the council meeting and have been 
accepted in concept although some minor changes still 
have to be undertaken before submitting our plans to 
DEECD. 
 
I would like to acknowledge and thank David Rehe 
(Convenor of Facilities) for the many hours in has  
invested in these projects, particularly the P21 project, in 
meetings and negotiations with the architect and school 
community members.  We are confident that as a result 
of this energy in such a short time that we will be  
successful with our submission in the next couple of 
months.

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the year to all students.  A reminder was sent home at 
Term 1 2009 for this payment as the school has incurred 
these substantial costs. The expectation of the  
Department of Education and Early Childhood  
Development (DEECD) is that parents pay for these  
essential items. 
 
However, I do appreciate the economic climate that we 
are currently living in and if parents would prefer to pay 
this amount through instalments then arrangements can 
be made at office.  If this is just an oversight, can I  
encourage parents to make their payment at the office in 
the next couple of weeks. 
 
Voluntary Contributions 
In addition to the essential items  
payment, there is also a voluntary  
contribution levy which supports the 
payment of the school nurse, handy 
man; and additional equipment such as Interactive 
Whiteboard technology in each classroom which we 
have provided to enhance the teaching and learning of 
all students at KEPS. 
 
Although DEECD provides some funding, KEPS like all 
school communities, also relies on the support of its  
parents to provide additional resources for our students, 
to ensure they are provided with the best learning  
environment and educational opportunities. Primary 
school provides the foundation learning years and it is 
this foundation that all future learning is built upon in the 
secondary years of schooling. 
 
In calculating the voluntary contribution aspect of the 
school payments, School Council has planned, in  
anticipation, that parents do wish to retain the services of 
additional staff such as a school nurse and the provision 
of the state of art technology over and beyond what may 
be provided in other schools.  Again I urge you to make 
either the full or part contribution to this section of the 
school annual levy. 
 
Your support and contribution in providing a safe and 
enhanced learning environment for your child/children 
cannot be underestimated. This is the best investment 
you can make in the future of your child!
