completed to preliminary costing stage  
and have been submitted to the  
Department of Education and Early 
Childhood Development (DEECD).  
We now have to wait for approval of 
these plans by DEECD and will most 
likely, be included in Round 3 (final round)  
for funding of this initiative.  The plan consists of a  
gymnasium and a double story music centre. The ground 
level of the existing music centre will be refurbished and 
a second level will be added over the ground level. 
 
National School Pride (NSP) Initiative 
We are continuing to seek quotes from different  
companies for our shade projects and synthetic turf for 
the remainder of the oval.  Once we have a number of 
quotes we will negotiate contracts and then commence 
the shade projects later this term.  The synthetic turf  
project for the oval will not commence until after the  
carnival in late November 2009 but all projects must be 
completed by 20 December 2009. 
 
Junior Hall heating and roof repairs 
DEECD has provided an additional $92 000 for a new 
heating system and repairs to the leaking roof in the  
Junior Hall area.  Each classroom will have an individual 
heater and the old boiler will be decommissioned due to 
its age and difficulty of replacing spare parts. 
 
Solar Energy Project 
This project has two parts with the state government  
offering $15 000 grants and the Federal Government  
$55 000 for the installation of solar energy panels to be 
fitted on the Junior Hall roof. 
 
We have been successful in receiving the state grant of 
$15 000 and we are now seeking a further $55 000 from 
the Federal Government.  I have previously mentioned 
that this project has been driven by Lynn Franks and the 
Green Team (a project group linked to the School  
Council Facilities subcommittee).  We are truly indebted 
to Lynn and the Green Team for persisting with this  
initiative.  Lynn Franks and Debbie Sparkes (parent) 
have just lodged our Federal Government submission in

Cybersafety 
For parents, living in the 21 Century and bringing  
children up to be responsible and safe 
users of the new technologies which 
are emerging at an alarming rate can 
pose many issues. These technolo-
gies are part of the lives of children 
and parents need to teach them how to 
make smart choices about who and what they 
find online. 
The following tips for parents come from Cybersmart 
Kids Online site and are very worth taking time to  
consider and act on. (ACMA provide this site which is the 
Australian Communications and Media Authority and is 
funded by the Federal Government).  

¶ Spend time online with your kid. Check out good sites 
together. the internet can be a fun family activity! 

¶ Help your kids use the internet as an effective  
research tool ï learn about handy homework tips for 
kids and also good searching ideas. 

¶ Learn about the world out there. Kids are  
communicating in a diverse range of ways, from chat 
to IM and from message boards to blogs. Learn about 
how these work and what tools they offer to protect 
your childôs privacy. 

¶ Be aware of online stranger danger, particularly in 
chat rooms. Set house rules about what information 
your children can give out and were they can go 
online. 

¶ Put the internet computer in a public area of the 
home, such as the living room, rather than a childôs 
bedroom. 

¶ Talk to your kids about their internet experiences, the 
good and the bad. Let them know itôs OK to tell you if 
they come across something that worries them. (It 
doesnôt mean that theyôre going to get in trouble). 

¶ Teach your kids that there are ways they can deal 
with disturbing material ï they should not respond if 
someone says something inappropriate, and they 
should immediately exit any site if they feel  

uncomfortable or worried about it. 

¶ Teach children that information on the internet is not 
always reliable. 

¶ Encourage children to treat others in the same way 
they should in real life by fiving them an  
understanding of Netiquette. 

¶ Consider using filters, labels and safe zones. 
 
If you are not sure of how to get started to ensure the 
cybersafety of your family, then make sure you attend 
this years KEPS parent forum in Term 3 which will be on 
this topic. The guest presenter will be Robyn Treyvaud. 
More details will be announced over the next few  
newsletters, but keep this date free, Thursday 23 July at 
7.30pm. 
 
Safety House 
During Term 1 there was an item in a newsletter  
requesting assistance from families to support the Safety 
House Program which operates in Kew. Unfortunately 
over the past several years, due to a lack of response to 
actively assist the organisers of this program, the Safety 
House Program is now in danger of no longer existing in 
this area. It needs to be noted that houses displaying the 
Safety House symbol are required to have police checks 
conducted on any adults living in the  
house over the age of 18 years. Apparently 
this has not been happening consistently in  
Kew and parents need to be aware of this 
before promoting these houses as safe  
to their children. If you are concerned 
about the lack of support and are able 
to give time and energy to getting this 
program up and running again, you 
are welcome to contact  Mary de Sousa on 9859 0203 
after 6pm.
