Student Safety

Parents are reminded that the school playground is patrolled before and after school by yard duty teachers. However, morning
supervision does not begin until 8.45am (as signalled by a bell). Therefore students who are not enrolled in before school care
should not be left in the playground. Students are also encouraged to leave school promptly after the 3.30pm bell to ensure that
if they are walking home there are many others walking with them. Students should not stay and play games after school
unless accompanied by their parents. At 3.40pm when the bell rings, yard duty teacher’s begin to ask children in the yard to
make their way to the office if they are not collected by parents within the next 5 minutes. Children are not permitted to stay in
the yard once teachers finish yard duty and are required to wait at the office. If parents are later than just a few minutes,
children will be put into after school care and a fee will be incurred by their family. The yard is not supervised after 3.45pm. If
parents find they need to drop children earlier than 8.45pm, or leave students after 3.45pm, we ask that you enrol in our Out of
School Hours Care facilities.

UPDATE ON MAJOR FACILITY PROJECTS

In February 2009, the Federal Government announced the Building the Education Revolution program as part of its economic
stimulus package. There were 2 components of this that affected KEPS: (1) $200,000 for minor infrastructure, and (2)
$3,000,000 for construction of libraries or halls.

The funds for item 1 have been used to:
) renew and extend the covered area at the front of the Junior School Hall
. build the scooter racks
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. build the new sandpit
° erect shade structures over the new sand pit and the senior school playground equipment
. complete the synthiturf on the oval with a netball court, running track, small soccer pitch, and handball courts

The first 4 items are either complete or near completion, and the work on the oval is to begin on November 23.

For item 2, you have been previously advised through the newsletter that the School Council determined the need for a
multipurpose hall with additional ante rooms. This would all be linked to the Music Centre and include some refurbishment of
that space. For many months we have been working with Head Architects to refine the design. This partnership has worked
well and culminated in approval by the State and Commonwealth governments of the latest schematic design which will go to
tender over the next month. Work will begin in Term 4 sometime and is expected to take 9 to 12 months. While the final design
will be dependent on the tender outcomes, the following link will show you what is proposed. Please click here for all plans.

There will be some inconvenience over the building period with loss of play space and re-arrangement of the music programs in
temporary rooms, but in approx 12 months time we will have a fantastic facility to go forward with.

Rubbish Free Lunches

Environment Club/Junior School Council

In response to the enormous amounts of rubbish that we have been trying to contain in the playground each week, Junior
School Council and the Environment Club met together for several meetings this term to come up with a solution. For it to be
student centred, these groups asked the students from all classes to suggest solutions. From these suggestions, students from
the JSC and Enviro club then voted on the best suggestion.

It was decided that we trial a modification of rubbish free lunches - that is, limiting the rubbish taken out to the playground from
the classrooms. So, a system has been set up in each classroom whereby students are encouraged to eat as much of their
lunch inside that they can, throwing their wrappers in the bin in the classroom. Any uneaten food that needs to be eaten outside
is then taken out, wrapper free, in the students’ lunch boxes to enable the student to finish their lunch outside. For example, a
packet of chips can be emptied into the lunch box, the wrapper thrown into the class bin, then the chips can be eaten outside.

We are encouraging food that cannot be emptied into lunchboxes, such as yoghurt, to be eaten inside first so that the container
can be thrown into the class bin. Fruit that requires peeling, such as bananas and mandarins, do not require peeling before
being taken outside. It is easy for students to drink their drink box drinks, such as Primas, inside; however, if they do not finish
these inside, they are allowed to take them outside as long as they are thrown into the appropriate bin.

There are monitors in each classroom whose job it is to remind students that they have a responsibility with the disposal of their
rubbish. If students have trouble deciding what they should do in relation to eating their food and placing rubbish in the class bin
before heading outside, they have been encouraged to check with their classroom teacher as to what they could do.
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We would like to thank parents for the support they are giving this initiative. The students feel very strongly about the amount of
rubbish that continually builds up in the playground and are very keen to ensure that their school looks presentable and clean.
They really believe in this approach to dealing with the problem and are very motivated to helping it succeed.

Next term, the teachers and students intend to evaluate the success of the program and come to an agreement on whether to
continue it or not and changes for improvement that may be necessary, should we decide to stick with the initiative. We will let
parents know what we come up with as soon as we have an agreement!

Working together, we will be able to keep KEPS clean and environmentally friendly!

Legacy Week 2009
Legacy Week is a campaign that has run since 1942. During Legacy Week, awareness and funds are raised for the families of
veterans who have died at or since the war.

Money raised last week from the Legacy Week Appeal will continue to assist 115,000 widows, 1,900 children and people with
disabilities Australia-wide, with essential services such as counselling, special housing, medical and social support.
