Solar Energy Panels

| am pleased to announce that we have recently received $55 000 from the Federal Government under the ‘The Solar
Schools Program’ which we will add to our state government grant of $15 000, to install, $70 000 worth of solar panels
at KEPS. The installation of the solar panels will assist with reducing our energy costs while at the same time putting
back unused electricity into the grid for extra electricity and greenhouse savings.

The panels will be installed on top of the Junior Hall building over 4 days, commencing on Tuesday 10 November
2009.

Primary 21 Building Project Update

We anticipate that our architect will be sending out building tenders for the new school gymnasium this week and that
builders will be on site in mid November 2009. The timeline has been pushed back a few weeks from 5 October 2009
by DEECD, due to the high volume of projects being coordinated across the state. In preparation for the building
works, all music equipment has been removed from the music centre and community users have been relocated by
the Boroondara Council to other premises for the duration of the building project. Given the change in the timeline, the
building works will most likely not be completed until early Term 4 2010.

Junior Hall Carpet
KEPS has successfully sought additional funding from DEECD to recarpet the Junior Hall area. Although a date has
not been finalised for this work, it is anticipated that this will occur in the next week.

Commencement dates for 2010 School year

A number of parents have inquired as to the date that students will commence school next year. All students in Years
1-6 will commence on Monday 1 February 2010. Prep students will not start until Wednesday 4 February 2010 due to
family interviews being conducted on the Monday and Tuesday of the same week.

All staff will return on the Wednesday 27 January 2010 to participate in 3 days of professional learning prior to
students returning to school.

Year 6 Amazing Race

The Year 6 Amazing Race will be held on the Friday 30 October 2009 being the 5th year that KEPS teachers have
conducted this unique event. Small teams of Year 6 students will be accompanied by a teacher to the CBD and
surrounding locations such as the Victoria Market, St Kilda, the Shrine of Remembrance to name a few , using public
transport. Throughout the day students must cooperate and work together in making decisions on how to find
particular sites and once there, complete various tasks without any assistance from their teachers. It certainly is an
amazing and fantastic day for our students where they are encouraged to be independent and resilient.

Student Safety
As parents are aware, teachers are on yard duty during school hours to assist students with their play choices, social
interactions, first aid needs and, of course, to ensure the safety of all.

The yard is supervised from 8.45am — 9.00am before school, and from 3.30pm — 3.45pm after school. Any earlier or
later than this and there are no rostered staff in the yard. It is therefore extremely important that students are not left in
the yard during these times unsupervised.

Occasionally school receive reports of people who do not belong to the school community attempting to engage one or
more students in conversation. This is something which staff are always vigilant about. Could parents please remind
children that if this should occur to them, they are to ignore the stranger and report immediately to a teacher
(preferably one in the yard near where this has occurred) so that we can act.

We also wish to remind students that they are safe when at school and can avoid interacting with unfamiliar adults if
they play away from the fence lines.

Children need to be reminded from time to time about the behaviours which assist in keeping them safe without the
message becoming alarmist. Road safety, stranger danger, safety in the house and near pools, etc all require timely
reminders and we appreciate your support with this.

It is only 4 weeks until the Carnival and we are now in full preparation mode. We hope that this year we will again have
many people through the gates to enjoy the festivities.
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With this comes a responsibility on our part to ensure the safety and wellbeing of all those in attendance. We will
therefore roster Roving Helpers and first aid staff. Roving Helpers will have bandaids, and basic first aid supplies, and
also provide information such as location of toilets. First aid will involve manning the first aid room as part of a roster.
We are therefore asking for volunteers from the school community to assist with these roles.

If you are able to help for 30 minutes during the course of the day in one of these positions your help is needed.
Please contact Kate in the office with a time which suits you and she will add you to the roster sheet. Without your
support, our staff and other volunteers time will be strained to offer these services.
